Investing in collective investment scheme fund can be risky, so clients need to 
consider the type of fund of each collective investment scheme, the own experience 
and financial resources to ensure that clients can invest in collective investment 
scheme fund. Although clients have experience in investing in collective investment 
scheme fund, clients still need to understand the following main risks associated 
with their investment: 

 

a. Market Risk

Changes in the economy, financial market conditions or government policies can 
affect the price of securities or underlying instruments invested by the fund of a 
collective investment scheme and cause a change in the price of the unit fund.

b. Credit Risk

The performance of the fund of collective investment scheme may be influenced 
by the achievements or business capabilities of banks, microfinance institutions, 
issuers, bonds or other business entities invested by the fund of collective 
investment scheme. Credit risk reflects the ability of banks, microfinance 
institutions, issuers, bonds or other businesses to meet their financial 
obligations.

c. Interest Rate risk

The risk of interest rate fluctuations may affect the cost of bond or underlying 
instruments and the fund performance. As interest rates rise, bond prices fall, but 
as interest rates fall, bond prices rise.

d. Liquidity Risks

Underlying securities or equity investments may have low or no liquidity due to 
declining demand or other relevant factors that may adversely affect asset value, 
asset sales and performance of the collective investment scheme fund.
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e. Exchange Rate Risk 

In case the investment of the collective investment scheme fund involves a 
transaction in foreign currency, the value of that foreign currency may fluctuate. 
The exchange rate can increase or decrease the value of the investment of the 
collective investment scheme fund and affect the performance of the collective 
investment scheme fund.

f. Regulatory Risk

Risks related to changes or enforcement of laws, regulations and governance of 
the local market invested by the collective investment scheme fund or of the fund 
management of the collective investment scheme fund may cause uncertainty 
and significant fluctuations in the price of securities or basic tools invested by 
the collective investment scheme fund and the achievements of the collective 
investment scheme fund.

g. Accounting Practice Risk

Accounting policies in each country may vary and may not be in line with 
international practice and may pose a risk to asset valuation and transparency of 
accounting and may affect the fund performance of collective investment scheme.

h. Execution and Counterparty Risk

Some countries do not have effective systems for transferring and setting asset 
value, which can lead to difficulties in executing contracts with counterparts. This 
may affect the performance of the contract, the interests of the parties to the 
contract and the fund performance of the collective investment scheme.

i. Business Risk

Risks arising from the business status and related sectors may affect the 
Company's operations or the value of the underlying equipment associated with 
the investment of the collective investment scheme fund. This can have a negative 
impact on the performance of the collective investment scheme fund.

j. Country and Political Risk

Risks arising from the socio-economic and political instability of a country 
involving in the investment of collective investment scheme funds may affect the 
price of securities or instruments, market liquidity, market conditions, inflation 
or exchange rates in that country and may cause collective investment scheme 
funds are not as profitable as expected.
